Using a well-proven adult learning approach, the workshop
will run in the Kakadu National Park, and is targeted specifi-
cally at working in cross cultural situations.

WORKSHOP CONTENT

We will provide an introduction to the ideas and steps of the
Open Standards for the Practice of Conservation (http://cmp-
openstandards.org/) and Healthy Country Planning.

Using either your own project, or a case study that we pro-
vide, participants work together in small teams through the
entire planning and management cycle, and learn how to
combine the steps into a useful, ongoing adaptive manage-
ment approach.

Workshop sessions run throughout the day with occasional
evening sessions, as well as a field trip.

The workshop is based on a similar workshop run over the
past 2 years in Tasmania, also through the PALRC, and similar
approaches used internationally.
