Field Trip Checklist

· Open Standards workshops typically include a short field visit at the host project area.  These field trips serve several purposes:

· Provide an opportunity for participants to see some of the conservation targets, threats and strategies first hand at another project area
· Provide an opportunity for participants to talk informally, get to know other practitioners and partners, and share information & lessons learned
· Provide a short refresher break from the intensive workshop discussions

· The local host site typically provides the logistical support for the field trip, working with the workshop administrative coordinator.  Field trip expenses are covered by Efroymson program funds along with other workshop expenses.  Based on past experience, the following guidelines are suggested:

· Total duration – 2 to 5 hours

· Do not try to cover the entire project area.  Instead, try to show one or two key targets, one or two critical threats, and/or a conservation strategy 

· Try to minimize driving time – 2 hours maximum – OK to either rent large vans or arrange a convoy of vehicles. 

· Include at least one stop that allows the group to hike for an hour or so – it’s important that people have time together to talk informally and a chance to stretch their legs

· Provide water bottles and soft drinks

· Provide a restroom stop if possible
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
